[bookmark: _GoBack]To be eligible to take the CPA exam, you must have completed:
At least 150 semester credits of college education, including:
•A baccalaureate degree or higher
•24 semester credits in accounting subjects with 15 credits at the upper or graduate level
•24 semester credits in business administration subjects
If you're graduating with a degree in Finance and Accounting from NU this means you'll need another 25 credits in Accounting courses to be able to sit for the exam. If you take graduate level courses, each credit is counted as 1.5 credits towards the total.
