☐Level One – CMIN 1933: Ministry Tour. Student interns participate in a “taste & see” (observing, experiencing, sensing, feeling) level experience, with the goal of students understanding the broad range of service opportunities within their NPP host. In the Level One practicum, students participate in a broad range of ministry areas, including but not limited to worship, media, youth, children, outreach, adult, etc. Student’s learning actions include identifying, defining, describing, explaining, reporting, and summarizing. Successful students demonstrate that they understand the ministries.
☐Level Two – CMIN 2933: Serve in one ministry or ministry area. Student interns participate in assigned church ministry activities on a more focused, involved, and interactive level of experience with a single or narrow service area. In Level Two, student participation builds upon the experiences in Level One, to include personal reflection and interpretation level. Student’s learning actions include applying, examining, modifying, practicing, preparing, analyzing, experimenting, and organizing. Successful students demonstrate that they can participate in the ministry with minimal supervision.
☐Level Three – CMIN 3933: Lead in one ministry. Student interns participate in leading church ministry activities in a very focused, leadership, and accountable level of experience in a single service area. In Level Three, student participation builds upon the experiences in Levels One and Two, to include assignments, accountability, and evaluation from ministry leadership. Student learning actions include arranging, adapting, designing, facilitating, integrating, inventing, managing, proposing, assessing, critiquing, evaluating, persuading, and recommending. Successful students demonstrate that they can lead the ministry.
