HISTORY AND LOCATION

Northwest University was founded by the Northwest
District Council ofthe Assemblies of God and opened to
students on October 1, 1934. The District Presbytery
appointed Dr. Henry H. Ness to be the first president.
The University was housed in the facilities of Hollywood
Temple, Seattle, Washington, for the fistentyfive
years of its existence. Dr. C.E. Butterfield succeeded Dr.
Ness in 1949, and Dr. D.V. Hurst assumed the presidency

in 1966 and served through 1990. He was succeeded by

Dennis A. Davis, who served as the fourth president of
the college from 1990998 Dr. Don Argueserved as the
fifth president of Northwest Universitfrom 19982007.

Dr. Joseph Calaberry is the sixth president of Northwest
University.

Originally known as Northwest Bible Institute, its institu
tional name was changed to Northwest Bil@ollege in
1949, to Northwest College of the Assemblies of God in

2011-2012Northwest University Academic Catalod
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1962 and to Northwest University in 2005. Each chang
represented a stage in its curricular development.

Academically the University progressed from a thteea
four-year curriculum in 48, and in 1955 a Liberal Arts
division was organizedAccreditation by the American
Association of Bible Collegewas grantedn 1953, and in
1973the University receivedegional accreditation by the
Northwest Association of Schools and Colleges.

In May 1992, Northwest University became the eighty
fifth college approved for membership in the Council for
Christian Colleges and Universities, an association of
Christcentered colleges and universities of the liberal art
and sciences.

Applicants may be admitted on the basis of sattsfy
scores on the General Educational Development Tests
established by State Competency Standards.

Home schooled studentthat apply for admission to
Northwest University are required to submit the samé
application materials as stated for all students
Transcripts prepared by an individual educator mus
include information about curriculum and reading lists
included with the home school program. Admission for
students that submit transcripts from a home educator wi
weigh more heavily on test scoratemonstrated written
ability, and academic curriculum. In addition, applicants
may be required to submit a GED if their academid
records are of marginal quality.

A limited number of mature persons who are not gradu
ates of a high school may be admitteda selective basis
as nondegree seeking or nematriculated students.
However, nondegree seeking or nanatriculated
studentsare not allowed to earn degrees, diplomas, 0
certificates at th&niversity.

Entrance Tests

For purposes of admissions evaluation, guidance, scholg
ship eligibility, and counseling, applicants must take thg
ACT (American College Tests, College Code: 4466) o
the SAT (Scholastic Assessment Tests, College Cod
4541).

Normally these tests areailable at high schools on a set
schedule. Arrangements should be made to take them
early as possible.

The Early Action program at Northwest University is a
nonbinding agreement for students who place NU amon
their top choice of universities. To be eligible for the
Early Action program, students must submit a complete
Application for Admission by the stated deadline. The
deadlines for this program are the following:

1 Early Action 1: November 15
1 Early Action 2: January 15

Paricipating students will receive natification of their
admission status within one month of the Early Action
deadlines. Students admitted as part of the Early Actio
program receive priority for course registration and
housing placement.

TRANSFER CREDIT

During the admissions process, official transcripts fronf
all previously attended educational institutions are evalu

ated for the maximum amount of transfer credit possiblg.

The results of this evaluative process are communicatg
to dudents and their academic advisors on a Transfq
Report. Any subsequent credits earned by students mu
also be communicated via an official transcript, evaluate

University. Onethird of the major requirements must be
completed in residence at Northwestiversity.

A student registered at Northwebkniversity may not
receive credit for a concurrent enrollment at another
institution without approval. Students interrupting their
programs at th&niversity may, upon returning, graduate
under the requirements of the catalog in effect during the
semester in Wich they first enrolled, provided graduation
is within six years from the end of that semester. (The
summer semester may count as a part of the semester
before or after it.) However, a student may graduate
under the requirements of the current catalog. is
expected that the requirements of the catalog chosen will
be followed as a whole.

Educational Benefits
Pay In Full Plan

Northwest University is approved as an educational
institution for the training of veterans or their
dependents. Applications are available on the
Department of Veterans Affairs website at
www.gibill.va.gov. Those qualifying under the
extended Social Security Act should apply for benefitg
at their local dfices of the Social Security
Administration. The University will make the proper Monthly Payment Plan
certifications as to enrollment and attendance after the
student has enrolled in the University.

Tuition, fees, andhousingcharges are to be paid in full
before the first day of classes each semester unless prior
arrangements have been made with the Student
Accounts Office.  All students must sign a
contract/promissory note agreeing to payment terms
prior to the start of classes each semester.

Tuition Management System (TMS - Students who

wish to make monthly payments based on the annual
Financial Policy cost of tuition,housingand fees will enroll with Tuition
Management System. TMS is a budgeting service that

all ows the student to pay an
costs in monthly installms. They provide an annual

ten or nine month payment plan to help students manage

the cost of education. A single semester plan is also
available, if necessary.

Recognizing the necessity for theompt payment of all
school fees, not only as a good business principle buit
for the sake of character development, the Department
of Education of the Assemblies of God has set forth th
following financial policy:

Most classes are scheduled inyfifir seventyfive minute
periods. Normally the instructional day begins at 8:00
a.m. and runs until 9:20 p.m. during weekdays. Selected

courses may meet on Saturdays. Two chapel services are

scheduled each Monday, Wednesday and Friday to
accommodate stient schedules. The student arranges a
schedule according to the requirements of his or her own
program. The University reserves the right to cancel any
courses for which there is not sufficient registration.

Special Courses

Periddically, the University offers students the
opportunity to register for courses that do not meet in the
traditional classroom format. At times, a Special Topic
may be offered over a specific area of study to enrich the
curriculum. At other times, a studkemay desire to work
with a faculty member through Independesitudy or
Guided Researcim a specific discipline. The Courses of
Instruction section lists Special Courses and a brief
definition of each. In all cases, a professor will insure the
proper aantity and quality of work assigned and
perfor med. The student 6s

Ultimately, the student is responsible to insure that all
registered courses satisfy specific degree requirements.

Online Courses

The University offers an increasing number of online
courses. Their scheduling falls within the academic term
in which they are offered, although more restrictive

Anti-Plagiarism Software

The World Wide Web and other means of computerized

data transmission often serve to expedite and enhance the
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quality of academic research. Unfortunately, they havg
also made plagiarism and other forms of academi
dishonesty mch easier and therefore much more
tempting than in the past. When dishonesty occurs, th
teachinglearning process is undermined and students ro
themselves of the educational benefit intended by th
assignment. To assist students and faculty, Northwe
University is utilizing Turnitin.com, a research paper
submittal and amplagiarism software. Instructors can
now automatically route papers submitted through
Discovery to Turnitin.com and within a few minutes
papers are compared against every known latesaurce

and every other paper that has ever been submitted to {
site. The instructor receives a report highlighting any
instance of suspected plagiarism as well as drawin

attention to inadequate citations or improper quoteg.

Turnitin.com also saves @py of every paper submitted

to use for future comparisons (however ownership an
potential copyrights to the paper still belong to the|
student).

Departmental Exams

A formally admitted student may challenge certain
university courses by examination without actually
registering in the courses. The student is allowed only
one opportunity to qualify for credit by examination in

any given course. Credit by examination may not be
counted toward the satisfaction of the residence
requirement. Special fees are charged.

Continuing Education Unit (CEU)

The University awards the Continuing Education Unit to
adults who participate in noncredit continuing education
activities administered by tHéniversity. CEUs are not to
be equated with the Univgty credits applicable toward a

degree. One CEU is equal to ten contact hours of
participation in an organized continuing education
experience. CEU credit is placed on the National

Registry for Continuing Education and is useful where
they may be presibed by employment or professional
training requirements.

Students seeking admittance to
the program must be aware that if they have a prison
record or have been convicted of a serious crime, they
may not be granted certification by the state. The
individual is advised to speak with the DezfrEducation

if they need clarification in this matter. All students who
complete a program in the School of Education will take
the General Education requirements, the Biblical Studies
Core, Professional Studies in Edtion, and at least one
Subject Aea Endorsement. Careful planning is essential
to complete course work and other requirements in their
proper sequence. No additional course work is to be
taken during the student teaching semester.

Following the Professional Studies sequence, the stude
will complete a student teaching assignment in a public or
private school.

Africa: GoED. Africa

Students spend 16 weeks in Uganda and Rwanda to stu
the root causes of conflict and the efforts for
peacebuilding and reconciliation in the region. Study in
both Uganda and Rwanda helps students gain perspecti
about the complexities of the issues, regional an
international responses, and efforts towardsilding
lasting peace. Opportunities to interact with local
residents, including victims, enhance understanding of th
impact of conflict and the challenges of reconciliation.
Although Uganda has had relative political stability since
1986, civil disloction and ethnic tension continue to
present the country with considerable challenges t
community reconciliation. Students also examine the
1994 Rwandan genocide, a tragedy that resulted in th
killing of nearly one million Tutsi and moderate Hutus in
a time span of 100 days.

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In both Uganda and Rwanda, classroom discussions,
readings, and lectures focus on contextual issues of
development, culture and religion, issues of
peacebuilding, and pesblonial literature. Excursions to
carefully selected sites,efid-based practicum placements
in relief and development, and homestays with local
families complement studies.

Opportunities to interact
with local communities, particularly those of the hill
tribes, enhance understanding of the relationship between
exploitation and its root causes: poverty, discrimination,
exclusion and violencedistorically, Chiang Mai was the
hub of the La Na kingdom, a dynasty going back to the
1200s. The local peoples are very proud of their northern
roots, and the region is home tistihctly different food,
music, arts, way of life and even language.

As indicated by the official guide to American Bar
Association (ABA) approved law schools, there is no
single path or degree that must be pursued in order to gg
admission to law school and to pursueameer in law.
Legal education programs and law school admission
boards welcome and value diversity of experience an
education.

While the ABA does not specifically recommend courseg
of study or undergraduate majors, there are several thg
because of # skills they specifically aim to develop, are
traditionally regarded as preparing students for law schog
admissions:  History, English, Philosophy, Political
Science, and Business. In the current social climatg
degrees in fields as diverse as commuivca education,
nursing, or science are also excellent paths to a leg
education.

1 Law School Admissions Test (LSAT). Scores from this
half-day standardized test are used by most law schools
as a common measurement of potential for success in law

school.

Undergraduate GPA. Applicants submit undergraduate
transcripts to the Law School Data Assembly Service
(LSDAS), which converts grades tocamulative grade
point average using a set of consistent values. This data
is used by committees in comparing applicants.

1 Applicant index. Many law schools ask LSDAS to
combine applicants LSAT scores and GPAs with
weighted constants to produce a singlember which
they may use to assess and compare potential for success
in completing a law degree.

Because mathematical competence is foundational to
science, and because medicine requires the ability to
evaluate medical literature, Calculus and Biostatistics are
generally expected.

Students seekingtenter dental school should follow the
preparation requirements for medical school admissions.

In place of the MCAT, dents¢hool
admissions require strong scores on the American Dental
Association Dental Admission Test. Information on this
test can be obtained from the Department of Natural
Sciences and Mathematics.

Students spend a semester in
Hollywood for internships and course work. Other
courses at Northwest University familiarize students with
essential communication theories in addition to film
analysis.

According to the LAFSC program desdign: "Students
who choose to attend the LAFSC are exposed to a true
behindthe-scenes look at the work and workings of
Hollywood, yet at the same time are a part of a Christian
based educational program committed to understanding
what it means to be salind light in this unique and
powerful industry. The entire experience of classes,
internships, and Christian fellowship provides the student
with an opportunity to test his or her interest in pursuing a
career in the mainstream entertainment industry.”

The LAFSC is sponsored by the Council for Christian
Colleges & Universities and is located in one of the
primary film and television production centers in Los
Angeles. Adjacent to Burbank, the LAFSC is within a few
miles of Warner Brothers, Universal, NBC,dafihe Walt
Disney Studios.
