• Meets weekly with their supervisor(s) 

• Does weekly office hours, as discussed with supervisor(s) 

• Keeps track of ministry’s budget, with supervisor(s) 

• Leads and speaks in gatherings, as needed  

• Represents NU and Campus Ministries, as needed 

• Invest in supporting campus-wide programming through attendance and
